Microsoft Office Suite 2003 or 2007 or 2010 is highly recommended and required for

User Competencies Required:

Students must be familiar with basic computer operating systems (such as Windows
XP). Students must also be able to use a web browser (Internet Explorer) for
accessing sites and conducting online searches. Student must also be proficient in
operations: sending and receiving email messages, attaching files to email, and
downloading/saving files.
